Third Grade Curriculum

LANGUAGE ARTS:  Literature based:
· Good Habits Great Readers is the program used to facilitate learning.  Lessons/instruction include Shared Reading/
Flexible Grouping/Guided Reading/Independent Reading

· Spelling (Word Study) -Multi-level Instruction, may include Word Wall, Word Sorts and Hunts, Reading/Writing Rhymes, Making Words.

Words Their Way is a series used as an instructional tool.
· Handwriting-Cursive practice

· Computer keyboarding- We will be signing up for computer time throughout the year to work on various typing programs to allow your child practice on the computer. 
· Writing Workshop- Units of Study introduce students to various forms of writing.  These include narrative, persuasive, informational, memoir, and poetry.  Writing Workshop is a system for working a writing piece from start to finish. Students plan, write, revise, edit and publish their writing.  Writer’s Notebook is a place to record what makes you angry, sad, amazed, what you notice, etc. Writings done in the notebook are often the “seeds” for the writing pieces that are published.
· MATH:      Investigations (Series used to facilitate learning)
The third grade curriculum has been aligned with the Common Core Standards.  Units of study will include: Multiplication and Division; Use of Place Value to perform multi-digit operations, Solve Problems involving estimation of time, volume, and mass; Represent and Interpret Data; Understand Area and Perimeter; Reason with shapes and their attributes.
Instruction includes the use of manipulatives, calculators, etc.   Students often work with a partner or in cooperative groups.

Basic facts in addition and subtraction are expected to be mastered with 3 second recall.  Third graders will also be studying basic multiplication and division facts.

· SOCIAL STUDIES
Connecticut: How Our State Started and Changed

Students will study Connecticut’s cultural unity and diversity, its interdependence, and its change and continuity. Units of study will address the history, geography, culture, economics, and government of Connecticut.
